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PREFACE

In the conditions of Ukrainian higher education modern system adaptation to
ensure the European education quality, the transition to new forms and methods of
organizing the educational process, promoting the mobility of cadets and students
within the European educational space, the level of society's requests for law
enforcement specialists is increasing. Accordingly, the future law enforcement officer
must possess a foreign language communicative competence (mastery of knowledge,
abilities, and skills in a foreign language sufficient for interaction in a foreign language
environment.

The proposed training manual is addressed to cadets and students of the specialty
262 "Law enforcement activity", who continue to master a foreign language (English)
on the basis of knowledge obtained in the course of general education.

The main goal of the manual is to systematize previously acquired knowledge and
skills and to consolidate the skills of the correct use of language material in the process
of speech activity.

The guide was developed taking into account the level of school training of cadets
and students and the All-European recommendations on levels of foreign language
mastery (B1). Also the working curriculum in the discipline "Foreign Language of
Specific Purposes” (2022-2023) has been taken into account. The material proposed in
the textbook is recommended to be used during classroom English classes and during
independent studying of this subject. It is advisable to use the material of the manual
during the grammar stage of each lesson in conjunction with the textbook John Taylor,
Jenny Doodley, Police. Career path. Books 1-3. - Express publishing, 2011. — 108 p.

The structure of the manual corresponds to traditional approaches to the
distribution of grammatical material in the process of foreign languages studying. The
material is structured into 30 units, each of which consists of theoretical and practical
parts. At the end of each module, test tasks for self-checking are offered. All units are

interconnected, taking into account the paradigms of different parts of speech and the



structure of sentences of different structural and communicative types. Each unit
corresponds to a specific study period.

The compilers of this study guide recommend mastering the grammatical
material that is presented for independent study according to the following scheme:

v The first stage - study the rules by topic;

v The second stage - consolidate knowledge on the topic by completing
practical exercises;

v The third stage - write a practice test (the work will be done in the
classroom).

The training manual is intended for cadeds and students of higher education at the

first (bachelor) level of law faculties of higher education institutions.

We use a reflexive pronoun when the subject and object are the same:

Tom cut himself while he was shaving, (not 'Tom cut him’)

- I don't want you to pay for me. I'll pay for myself.

- The old lady sat in a corner talking to herself. - Don't get angry. Control yourself!
(said to one person)

- If you want more to eat, help yourselves, (said to more than one person)

- The party was great. We enjoyed ourselves very much.

But we do not use ‘'myself etc. after bring/ take something with:

- | went out and took an umbrella with me. (not ‘with myself)

b) We do not use 'myself etc. after feel/relax/concentrate:

- | feel great after having a swim, (not 'l feel myself great’)
- You must try and concentrate.
- It's good to relax.

We do not normally use ‘'myself etc. after wash/dress/shave:

- | got up, shaved, washed and dressed, (not 'shaved myself etc.) But we say: I dried
myself.

Note how we use meet:
- What time shall we meet? (not 'meet ourselves/meet us’)

¢) Study the difference between - selves and each other:

- Tom and Ann stood in front of the mirror and looked at themselves.
(= Tom and Ann looked at Tom and Ann)

but: Tom looked at Ann and Ann looked at Tom. They looked at each other. You
can use one another instead of each other:

- How long have you and Bill known each other (or one another)?
- Sue and Ann don't like each other (or one another).

d) We also use myself etc. in another way. For example:

- 'Who repaired your bicycle for you?' 'Nobody. | repaired it myself." | repaired it
myself =

| repaired it, not anybody else. We use myself here to emphasise 1. Here are
some more examples:
- I'm not going to do it for you. You can do it yourself.
