Annotation. Understanding the role and status of the state in the modern period requires a rethinking of how
politicians perceive global influence on it. In the context of political globalization, is it possible to have another
subject in the social system that would be a competitor to the modern state? After all, the modern state as the main
institutional, organizational element of political relations is being transformed. Not only its activity but also such
indicators as state sovereignty, system of bodies, legal means are changing. The state transfers part of its functions to
interstate and international organizations, which, according to political experts, weakens national-state sovereignty.
And all this leads to a rather ambiguous and disturbing discussion about the status of the modern state, against the
background of the growing role of international organizations, as well as its ability to manage public affairs, ensure
integrity and security in changing and unpredictable geopolitical conditions.

This article substantiates the arguments based on general theoretical methodology and empirical evidence that
the changes that occur under the influence of globalization policy, lead to the substitution of ideas about the role of
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the modern state in social and political systems; the modern state does not lose its purpose to be a subject of public
(political) power, which ensures the governance, integrity and security of society; under the influence of these
processes change only the indicators of the modern state in its classical sense, modify the sovereignty of the state
and the system of its bodies, legal means. The modern state does not lose its position in relation to global political
institutions, the effectiveness of which in the changing geopolitical environment is insufficient.

In the context of global public administration, the emergence of an international quasi-organization is illusory
but not exclusive. At present, there is no trace of an international quasi-organization, in the context of global public
administration, which would play the role of the state in ensuring social order.
