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PROHIBITION ON INDUCING SUBORDINATES TO MAKE
DECISIONS, COMMIT ACTIONS OR OMISSIONS CONTRARY
TO THE LAW AS A MEASURE TO PREVENT CORRUPTION
AND CORRUPTION-RELATED OFFENSES

Adoption of the Law of Ukraine as of October 14, 2014, No. 1700-VII “On
Prevention of Corruption” (hereinafter referred to as the Law No. 1700-II)'
led to the introduction into the activities of persons authorized to perform the
functions of the state or local self-government and persons equated to them
(hereinafter referred to as special subjects) of innovative mechanisms for
reducing corruption risks in their activities, preventing the emergence of a
conflict between their private interests and public obligations due to their
position, refraining them from committing corruption and corruption-related
offenses, as well as increasing confidence. The legislator paid particular
attention to measures for preventing corruption and corruption-related
offenses via enshrining specific anti-corruption prohibitions and restrictions
on the activities of special subjects (on the receipt of gifts, concurrent
employment and dual job holding, conclusion of employment contracts, a
prohibition on the use of official powers or position and ensuing
opportunities, conclusion of agreements on property management,
implementation of superiors’ decisions or instructions if they contradict
the law, disclos or use information that has come up in connection with
the exercise of official powers, direct subordination of close persons, etc.),
and a mechanism for preventing and resolving conflicts of interest.

The mechanism for preventing and resolving conflicts of interest has
become the subject of scientific research by T.Ye. Vasylevska?,
A. V. Haiduk’,

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D. P. Skachko”, A. V. Titko 31, N. M. Yarmyshzz, and others who
highlighted gaps and collisions in the novel anti-corruption legislation.

However, despite significant scientific contributions analyzing the
mechanism for preventing and resolving conflicts of interest and measures
for preventing corruption and corruption-related offenses, insufficient
attention is paid to the prohibition on somewhat direct or indirect
inducement of subordinates to make decisions, commit actions or omissions
contrary to the law in favor of their private interests or private interests
of third parties set forth in part 2 of Article 28 of Law No. 1700-VII*.

Based on the content of legal norms, which contain the above
prohibition, it is distinguished the following aspects:

— it does not apply to all special subjects but only to those who have
subordinates, that is, to managers (chiefs);

— it provides for the exclusion of direct or indirect inducement
of subordinates to make decisions, commit actions or omissions contrary
to the law;

— such inducement aims to satisfy private interests of the manager
(chief) or third parties.

The term “manager” literally means “to manage, guide, and run
something”34. In management theory, there are different approaches to
defining the relevant concept. Analyzing the concept and role of a manager
in enterprise administration, V. I. Kyiashko writes that a manager is a person
who leads the team and uses entrusted authority to influence the behavior
of team members®’. Studying the organization of executive branch,

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O. D. Krupchan notes that managers are a kind of officials vested with
administrative powers toward the formally organized team they lead,
who carry out internal organizational control®. N.V. Bashmakova marks
that a manager is a person who is responsible for the performance of
their subordinates®’. One of the most accurate definitions of a manager
(chief) is found in the work of Ye. O. Leheza: the manager (chief) is a
person who has full administrative authority over subordinates, power to
interfere with the legitimate activities of subordinates, to make individual
decisions, to give (issue) orders and instructions, to ensure their
implementation and cancel them, to apply incentives and impose
disciplinary sanctions or to forward the relevant petition to the senior
immediate manager (head), to dismiss a subordinate in case of gross
violation of official discipline, to monitor the state of official discipline
among subordinates and to take measures to prevent the commission of
disciplinary offenses™. At the same time, the author emphasizes that
managers (chiefs) can be immediate, who are divided into direct
managers (chiefs) and high-level managers (chiefs) — immediate manager
(chief), who is the closest in position to a subordinate, is a direct
manager (chief) — and indirect (chiefs by military rank and chiefs in the
temporary joint performance of official duties).

Direct or indirect inducement of subordinates to make decisions, commit
actions or omissions contrary to the law may involve application of methods
affecting the decision of a subordinate by relying on the use of incentives for
the behavior sought by the manager (promotion, creation of favorable
working conditions, reduction of workload, etc.) and anti-stimuli (reduction
of the award amount, verbal condemnation, etc.).

Private interest is any tangible or intangible interest of a person including
that which is caused by personal, familial, friendly, or other off-duty
relationship with natural persons or legal entities, including those arising
from membership or activity in social, political, religious, or other
organizations (Article 1 of Law No. 1700-VII*).

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It should be noted that the prohibition on direct or indirect inducement of
subordinates in any way to make decisions, commit actions or omissions
contrary to the law in favor of their private interests or private interests of
third parties is provided for in Law No. 1700-VII, which enshrines the action
mechanism for special subjects to prevent and resolve conflicts of interest™.
At the same time, the legislator implies both an actual and potential conflict
of interest. As a reminder, the legislator defines an actual conflict of interest
as the contradiction between the private interest of a person and their official
or representative activities, which affects the objectivity or impartiality of
their decisions or commitment or non-commitment of actions during the
exercise of powers; a potential conflict of interest is the presence in a person
of private interest in the area where one exercises their official or
representative powers that could affect the objectivity or impartiality of their
decisions or affect the commitment or non-commitment of actions during the
exercise of powers (Article 1 of Law No. 1700-VII*").

In this regard, the question arises: does the mentioned prohibition apply
to any action of managers (chiefs), or only to those in resolving a conflict
of interest?

Following the logic of the attribution of such a prohibition to Article 28 of
Section V, it could be assumed that it applies to the actions of managers in
resolving a conflict of interest. It is essential to keep in mind that the
mechanism for resolving and preventing conflicts of interest is enshrined in
Section V of Law No. 1700-VII and envisages that special subjects shall take
measures to prevent the occurrence of an actual, potential conflict of interest,
and if such a conflict may arise, notify the immediate supervisor, no later than
the next working day from the date when they found or should have found
about an actual or potential conflict of interest. The immediate head of a
special subject, who has the powers to dismiss/initiate dismissal from a
position, within two working days after receiving notification of an actual or
potential conflict of interest in a person under their control, shall make a
decision to resolve the conflict of interest and report to the relevant person. If
the head found out about the conflict of interest in the person under their
control, they shall take measures provided for by Law No. 1700-VII to prevent
and resolve the conflict of interest of such a person. External measures for
settling a conflict of interest include: 1) suspension of a person from fulfilling
a task, committing actions, making decisions, or participating in making
decisions under an actual or potential conflict of interest; 2) use of external

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monitoring to control how a person fulfils a certain task, performs certain
actions, or makes decisions; 3) restricting a person’s access to specific
information; 4) reviewing the scope of a person’s official powers;
5) transferring a person to another position; 6) discharge of a person*’.

Based on the analysis of the mechanism for preventing and resolving
conflicts of interest, we note that in order to prevent and resolve conflicts
of interest, managers shall not recourse to direct or indirect inducement
of subordinates to make decisions, commit actions or omissions contrary to
the law in favor of their private interests or private interests of third
parties. Therefore, in order to prevent and resolve conflicts of interest,
managers should apply measures to resolve such a conflict. Instead, when
carrying out direct professional activities, managers may incline a
subordinate to make decisions contradicting the law in favor of their
private interests or private interests of third parties.

In our opinion, the prohibition on direct or indirect inducement
of subordinates in any way to make decisions, commit actions or omissions
contrary to the law in favor of their private interests or private interests of third
parties is an individual anti-corruption tool aimed at reducing corruption risks
in activities of special subjects, preventing the emergence of a conflict between
private interests of persons entrusted with the management of special subjects
and their managerial responsibilities ensuing from their position, that is, a
measure to prevent corruption and corruption-related offenses. In this regard,
the consolidation of the relevant prohibition in provisions of Law
No. 1700-VII (Part 2 of Article 28 of Section V) is incorrect. We consider it
appropriate to exclude part 2 of Article 28 of the above normative act and
supplement Section IV with a new article in the following wording:

“Article 27-1. Prohibition of inducing subordinates to make decisions,
commit actions or omissions contrary to the law.

Persons authorized to perform functions of the state or local self-
government may not directly or indirectly induce subordinates to make
decisions commit actions or omissions contrary to the law in favor of their
private interests or private interests of third parties”.
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
